Application Procedure 

It is essential that all applicants for one of these degrees complete and submit to the department:-

· The Departmental Application Form, included here. If you need more space to supply all the information, please attach more pages.

· A Supervisor within the department must be found, Go to  http://www.psychology.uct.ac.za/ click Staff, then search staff member research interest and find one whose research interest is closes to what you want to research and email him or her to ask if he /she will supervise you. Please send your proposal, Transcript and C.V. to the staff member as also. The staff member then needs to send you letter confirming he/she is willing supervise you which you submit with your application.

· A research proposal. This is an outline, approximately 5-7 pages in length, of the research topic to be investigated. It must include an indication of the literature consulted so far, and a tentative statement of how the topic may be investigated. 

· A copy of two pieces of writing that students consider to be their best work. This typically would be essays or reports from their Honours studies.

· A curriculum vitae.

· Motivational Letter 

· The University Application Form, obtainable from the Admissions Secretary, Central Admissions Office, University of Cape Town, Private Bag, Rondebosch, 7701.  The University Application must be returned to Central Admissions Office.
	Applications will not be considered unless all the required material have been received.  The closing date for applications is the 31 October Students may also make enquiries at other times in the year.  If examination results are not yet available, these will be secured by the University. Applicants from universities other than University of Cape Town should provide their student numbers on the application form.

University-sourced merit awards can be applied for only by students who have applied to the NRF. For application procedures see/click on UCT Merit and Need awards.
South African applicants for UCT Merit and Needs- Based awards are required to complete 2022 UCT (Form 10A) Application for Financial Assistance for South African & Permanent Residents Postgraduate (Honours, Master's & Doctoral) students Closing date: 31 October 2017. Continuing students applying for renewal are required to complete UCT Form 10B.
International and Refugee Students are required to complete UCT Form 10C.
2022 Applications For International/Refugee Scholarships For Postgraduate Full-Time (Honours, Masters & Doctoral) Students Applications are open and will close 31 July 2022. Continuing International and Refugee students applying for renewal are required to complete Form 10F. 
Each December individual Faculties make merit awards to graduating students who have performed exceptionally well. The academic departments identify recipients, and an application form for this category of award is not required.
