This Advanced Research Seminar is jointly hosted with the University of California Humanities Research Institute (UCHRI).

The Seminar will focus on the contemporary challenges to the University as a consequence both of technological innovations, political
contestations, epistemological reconfigurations and the emergence of new knowledge formations and cognitive assemblages.
